
Day 6 Treasure Hunt

Google maps and search for St Paul’s Cathedral, London, UK. Zoom in a little. To the North (above) the 
Cathedral you will see a street called St Paul’s Churchyard. Drop your little man on the ‘d’ of Churchyard. 
You should now be facing PAUL (if not just head towards the front of St Paul’s and PAUL is on the right 
hand side), a very nice looking café. Too soon after breakfast to stop now, but we may call back later.

Turn to your left and keep going round to the front of the Cathedral. 
 
1). Can you guess who is depicted in the statue right in front of the building? 
 [Queen Anne] 
 
2). On what date did ‘Queen Victoria returned thanks to almighty God for the sixtieth anniversary of 
 her accession’? 
 [June 22 AD 1897] 
 
3). There is a very strange ‘ghost’ statue that appears between the columns at the front of the 
 Cathedral. Most of the time it isn’t there. Can you find it and describe it? 
 [A man, painted all white, with a loin cloth and crown of thorns - @richard thorpe]

4). When was St Paul’s Cathedral constructed? 
 [in 1675] 
 
5). What Roman temple once stood on this site? 
 [A Roman temple to Diana] 
 
6). How many figures in red vestments are listening to the Bishop of London? 
 (The answer should be ‘All of them”, but I am looking for a number!) 
 [There are 17 in the line]
