PIBC planning for September opening

Vancouver's only indoor bowls facility is gearing up for a
Sept. 8 reopening.

p The Pacific Indoor Bowling Club will be initially open
under Phase 1 protocols for practice sessions only and under
strict and controlled safety conditions.

When final approval from Bowls BC and the Vancouver
Parks board is finalized, play is expected to begin on Tuesday,
Bowling is back indoors Sept. 8 for singles and pairs play only.

However, the club is hopeful that it will meet Phase 2
requirements by the month of October and will be able to offer league play to its members at
that time.

Masks will be mandatory at all times in the indoor facility, and as per our club protocols,
bowlers to the Hillcrest site must fill out a health questionnaire before each visit, as well as
signing off on the club quidelines and a liability waiver.

Registration will be required in order to attend practice sessions. Each session is free to
current members under Phase 1 and will be limited to two hours.

Reduced membership fees will come into effect when Phase 2 is adopted.
